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The tasks undertaken in our      

community woodlands change with 

the seasons just as they do in the 

farming calendar.  When I was 

working in agriculture, at the end of 

each harvest I would somewhat  

predictably say, ‘well, it’ll soon be 

harvest’ because the seasons came round so quickly.  Woodland manage-

ment is not dissimilar in this respect, which is a good thing because, as     

volunteers, we all become accustomed to the various tasks that come round 

again throughout the year. 

There are two osier beds in Golden Wood which are coppiced each winter, 

one bed by the children from Lawshall school and the other by us, although 

there is little demand for the product.  The osier is a type of willow which   

provides pliable withy stems which were once used for weaving a wide range 

of items including lobster-pots, shopping baskets, wicker chairs and numer-

ous other objects.  It was, therefore, of great economic importance but today 

its commercial production is largely confined to the Somerset Levels where 

extensive withy beds are still harvested. 

Withy preparation and weaving was common in Suffolk in the nineteenth  

century and even children ‘stripped the willow’ which entailed peeling off the 

bark and this action is remembered in the ceilidh dance of that name.  

John Steggall recorded his time with gypsies, while on the run from daily  

floggings at school in Walsham-le-Willows.  Writing in 1856, his memoir    

relates to 1797 when he was just eight years old.  He recalled that when the 

village constable came looking for him, the gypsies who had taken him in put 

him to stripping willow, the gypsy daughter having shown him how to do this. 

The children also wove baskets.

riders have been seen riding at speed through the village, and damaging play 

areas by riding through them.  These facilities are maintained by the Parish 

Council and the cost comes out of the Parish element in all our Council    

Taxes.  If you see any incident like this, please report it to the Police or to the 

Parish Council.  E-bikes must have pedals that propel the bike, and can only 

be propelled up to 15.5mph by their motor without pedaling. More information 

is available at www.gov.uk/electric-bike-rules.  
 

INFORMATION ABOUT LOCAL ROAD CLOSURES 

The roads in and around Lawshall are subject to many closures at the      

moment, for highway maintenance, work by Anglian Water, and a rolling    

series of roadworks to lay broadband fibre for City Fibre. This work is being 

performed in phases around Lawshall and surrounding villages to help space 

out the disruption. Sometimes these roadmaps are shown on Google Maps 

but often they are not, and a more accurate source of information showing 

planned closures and dates can be found at Causeway One Network (https://

one.network/) which can be searched not just for the current week but also 

for weeks and months ahead.

As we enter March, I look forward to getting out and enjoying my garden 

(even though there is much work ahead), especially after the wet of the past 

few months, however I must remember to be patient! 

I need to begin preparing the ground for planting, weeding before the weeds 

get too established and applying a good mulch, to retain as much moisture 

for the coming season as possible (hoping for fewer wet days). 

Daffodils, that have finished flowering, just need deadheading.  I don’t want 

to cut them back until the plant leaves have collapsed, as this will feed the 

bulb ready for flowering again next year. 

It is also the time to finish the pruning of roses as well as scatter a general-

purpose fertiliser over flowerbeds and around roses, shrubs and hedges 

Hardy perennials can be safely planted.  Just keep them fed, with a good 

mulch around them and keep them well watered (if the weather doesn’t do it 

for us). 

Garden centres are enticing us to buy bedding plants, however, it is           

important to resist buying plants that will not withstand harsh frosts, as that 

can still happen this month (unless you have a greenhouse or conservatory 

to protect them). 

This month is also the time to recommence mowing the lawn if it’s not too 

wet, just remember to set the mower on a high setting.  However, I need to 

rake up the moss from my grass (which has multiplied over the winter 

months) and sow grass seed, to revitalise the lawn. 

Other jobs to consider: - 

Planting of Lilies and other summer-flowering bulbs in pots and borders. 

If you have a greenhouse, you can sow tomatoes, chillies, peppers and      

aubergines.  Make sure that your greenhouse is thoroughly cleaned and 

keep in ventilated on the warmer days. 

As always, enjoy your gardens and take pleasure in the start of spring.

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Bird Notes 

February was such a wet and miserable month, it seemed even worse this 

year than normal.  It got so wet and muddy everywhere that it became      

difficult to find somewhere to walk the dogs, so one afternoon I decided to 

take them around the top half of golden wood.  I don’t normally go up there 

with the dogs as it has become a requirement to have them on a lead there 

all year round.  This part of the wood (the new part, as it is often referred to) 

has put on a spurt of growth in the last couple of years and has become a 

much better habitat for birds as it has thickened up nicely. 

I was wandering round right at the top of the wood with shoulders hunched 

up against the cold wind, feeling miserable because it was almost dark even 

though it was only early afternoon.  I could hear a song thrush singing       

despite the weather, so had a look to see what other birds I could find in the 

gloom. 

A party of goldfinches flew overhead, their jingling 

calls easy to recognise, blue and great tits were in 

the trees and a green woodpecker bounded into 

the wood from the open field, again giving its   

distinctive call.  

With a little more effort I found robin, wren and a 

male chaffinch all low down in the bushes away from 

the cold and rain.  Two more birds flew overhead from the wood towards the 

buildings, but I couldn’t tell what they were       because the light was so poor 

and I didn’t have any binoculars with me. I suspect they were linnets from 

their size and shape, but couldn’t be 100% sure. 

It just made me think that, no matter how bad the weather is, life goes on just 

the same for all the wildlife out there. I went home for a warming cup of tea - 

feeling happier than when I had set off.
